Rebuilding an engine at your apartment

This story takes me back to the spring of 1983. | had been working for Southern Bell for about 2
years when we went on strike. | was living in an apartment in Decatur with 2 roommates and the
Javelin, sporting 175,000 miles was not running smoothly. | ran a compression check and found 2



cylinders down. Since | had some time on my hands, | decided to pull the heads, in the parking lot,

and see if | had some burnt valves. Subsequent inspection reve aled that in fact | did have burnt
valve s, but even worse, when | looked at the pistons | found a couple of small chips missing from

the top of 2 of them, so then engine had to be rebuilt.

| was 23 years old and had never seen the inside of an engine befo re. | had read some books, seen
pictures, and | actually knew a person or two that had seen the inside of an engine. But | was not

to be deterred, | rented a cherry picker and pulled the rest of the engine. | disassembled the

engine, luckily I had a nic e large shop to do this in, though most people would have called it the

trunk of my 65 Impala. After getting everything apart, the strike lasted 3 weeks and all of the

money that | had to rebuild the engine, went to less important things, like rent, utili ties and food.
For the next 6 months the heads sat in the trunk of the Javelin, while the block rode around in the

shop (I mean trunk of the Impala) . During this time, the Javelin sat in an out of way corner of the
apartment parking lot.

Finally | saved enough money to complete the aging project. | purchased a complete kit from a

friend who was the parts guy at a motor rebuilding shop. | also, just for good measure replaced the

carburetor, starter, solenoid, battery cables, and anything else that | tho ught might make it run

better. I put the short block together in the fishopodo anc
dropped in just the short block and then installed the heads, intake etc. with the engine in the car.

Finally with no experience and t he help of one roommate, who had also never rebuilt an engine, we

had it back together. After just a little tweaking the car was running and idling nicely. There was

only one problem, the oil light was staying on.

This oil light thing, bothered me, | di d ntévant my new engine locking up. | borrowed a mechanical
gauge and hooked it up to find that indeed my oil pressure was very low. | then decided that since |

had not replaced the timing chain cover, and that was part of the oil pump, that must be the

problem. | replaced the cover, restarted the car and still had the oil light on. | now decided that |

must have done something wrong internally, so | rent ed the cherry picker again and pull ed the
engine back out. The only thing internally that | did not replace was the oil pickup tube. Checking it

with water revealed that it was letting very little water through, which would equate to very little oil

delivery. | called my friend who sold me the engine kit and purchased a pickup for about $5.00. Of
course | had to purchase $50.00 in gaskets, rent the cherry picker 2 more times at $35.00, and

replace oil, antifreeze etc. This $5.00 part cost me well over $100.00 and who knows how many

hours of work . But | put the engine back in and back together and it actually ran again. This time it

even had oil pressure.

| drove the car with that engine, having to do nothing internal for the next 20 years. | rebuilt it

again in 2003, with a much nicer place to work, and the help of Jeff Reeves, who had actually se en

the inside of an engine before. The 2 " rebuild was probably not necessary, but it got everything

freshened up and pretty again. Unfortunately the 2 " rebuild probably didndét go as
but that is another story that | have written befo re.

Rebuilding an engine, is not as much about having a nice shop and a lot of experience, although that
experience part is certainly helpful. Rebuilding an engine is about determination, taking your time,
reading the right books, talking to the right pe ople and turning the right bolts. If a 23 year old with
no experience can rebuild it in the trunk of his other car, imagine how easy it is with a shop, engine
stand, and air tools.
